Luke 8:22-39

Exploring the Scriptures
This week’s study shows that Jesus has absolute power in both the physical and spiritual universes. Only humans are permitted to disobey, during our brief lifetimes. Read Matthew 7:21, John 14:23 and John 15:10. What are some of the results of our choice regarding obedience (see also John 7:17, 2 Thessalonians 1:8-9 and James 1:25).













In Luke 8:25, the disciples realized they didn’t know Jesus as well as they thought. They had seen him heal, raise the dead and cast out demons, but were shocked when he demonstrated power over nature too. Read Psalm 89:8-9, 104:5-7 and 107:28-29, along with Colossians 1:15-17. Prayerfully write out a few sentences giving your answer to the disciples’ question.

The disciples’ situation was out of control and they begged Jesus for help (Luke 8:24). The people of the Gerasenes objected to Jesus’ disturbing a community they thought was under control and asked him to leave (verse 37). Reflect on how that compares with your life. Is it a revolving door of calling on God and pushing him away, depending upon circumstances, or does Jesus remain the center through good times and bad?










The Bible shows that demons are real and active in the world, bent on disruption and destruction. They are also subject to Jesus’ power, and know it (Luke 8:31-32). Read Acts 10:36-40, Romans 1:4 and 1 Peter 3:22. How would you answer someone who says that Jesus was merely a great teacher or philosopher?










Compare the absolutely hopeless condition of the Gerasene man before he met Jesus (Luke 8:27, 29 and Mark 5:3-5) with afterward (Luke 8:35). Read John 8:34 and Romans 6:17-23. Have you embraced the freedom that Jesus gives or are you still looking back?
