Personal Growth Homework
Use this as a tool in your personal study throughout the week
For the week of August 7, 2011 
Luke 7:18-35

Exploring the Scriptures
1. John the Baptist expected a fiery, judging Messiah and was perhaps confused by what he heard about Jesus (Luke 7:18-19). Read Jesus’ answer in Luke 7:22 and compare with the prophecy in Isaiah 26:19, 35:5-6 and 61:1. Do you sometimes have questions or doubts about the way Jesus operates?  If so, write them down and commit to pray about them. 













2. Although John was the greatest of prophets under the old covenant, Jesus says that the least under the new covenant is greater (Luke 7:28). What did he mean by that? Compare John’s unease in prison (verses 18-19) with Paul’s peace (Acts 16:23-25 and 20:22-24). Give a prayer of thanks that we have the Bible, the Holy Spirit and the support of fellow believers when we go through a crisis.













3. In verses 29-30, Luke points out that the common people accepted John’s call to repentance, but the Jewish leaders rejected it despite the clear message from God. This carried over into how they responded to Jesus. Can you pinpoint areas in your life where you have tried to force your agenda on God rather than listen to his plans?











4. Jesus compares Israel to spoiled children in Luke 7:31-34. Believers should be childlike in faith (see Matthew 18:1-4), not childish. How would you describe your Christian walk? Are you more trusting and joyful or more critical and demanding?










5. Jesus and John both had assignments, but they were different, which can sometimes lead to misunderstandings. Read Matthew 25:14-30, Romans 12:3-8 and 
Ephesians 4:1-13. What is your God-given assignment in the life of the church?
