Exploring the Scriptures
1. Jesus tells us in Luke 12:35-36 to be ready for his return. What are some ways Jesus mentions in this chapter that we can live in preparation? (Example: Guard against hypocrisy, verse 1.)








2. In today’s society, we have a difficult time grasping the concept of being a servant (or slave) for life. Take a few minutes and picture yourself in the household of a rich nobleman, where your only purpose is to wait on his every need. Now, what new insights do you get when you read Luke 12:35-37?








3. In Luke 12:40, Jesus says he could return at any moment. Read Matthew 25:1-13, 1 Thessalonians 5:2 and Revelation 16:15. Reflect on whether or not you are living in expectation of Jesus’ return, and how you can demonstrate this in your daily life.











4. Beginning in Luke 12:42, Jesus moves from watching to working, which is another demonstration of faithfulness. Pray over 2 Corinthians 8:7, Colossians 1:9-12 and 2 Peter 1:5-7. What is the work God wants you to be doing?










5. Luke 12:42-44 implies that believers who are faithful until the end will be rewarded. What are some of the blessings that Jesus will give?
