Luke 15:1-10

· We are lost and completely helpless

We all, like sheep, have gone astray, each of us has turned to our own way;  and the LORD has laid on him the iniquity of us all.   Isaiah 53:6


· God takes the initiative

I will rescue my flock from their mouths, and it will no longer be food for them.
“‘For this is what the Sovereign LORD says: I myself will search for my sheep and look after them. As a shepherd looks after his scattered flock when he is with them, so will I look after my sheep. I will rescue them from all the places where they were scattered on a day of clouds and darkness.   Ezekiel 34:10-12


· Every person matters to God

Growth Group Discussion
For the week of February 5, 2012 
Luke 15:1-10

Review
1. What point from this week’s teaching caught your attention, challenged you or raised a question?


Connect 
1. Have you ever searched frantically for something valuable that has been lost? Where did you find it?


Explore
1. By associating with disreputable people (Luke 15:1), Jesus lived by the motto “love the sinner but hate the sin.” Have you found it possible to do this, and if so, how do you manage to keep this distinction?






2. This week’s two parables show God actively searching for the lost. Yet people often claim that God is indifferent to the world’s condition. What are some ways that God draws the lost and shows his love for them? 







3. In Luke 15:7, the ninety-nine righteous probably didn’t mean the self-righteous Pharisees. Who are they? (Read Matthew 18:10-14 for a different angle on this story.)







4. Jesus talks about the joy in heaven over each new citizen of his kingdom (Luke 15:7 & 10). What are some kingdom opportunities for joy in our lives on earth? See Jeremiah 15:16, John 16:24 and 1 Peter 4:12-13 for examples.









5. The lost sheep and the lost coin have done nothing to deserve rescue, yet in the illustrations God pursues them anyway. How is this a response to the Pharisees’ complaint in Luke 15:2? How does this help guide our relationships with “sinners”?











[bookmark: _GoBack]6. In both parables, a key point is how valuable each person is to God. In what ways can we show that God is just as valuable to us? See Psalms 1:1-2 , 1 Thessalonians 4:1 and 2 Timothy 2:15 for some thoughts.
