A Life of Discipleship
Luke 14:15–35

1.	Do Not Quit

Luke 14:25–27 Large crowds were traveling with Jesus, and turning to them he said: “If anyone comes to me and does not hate father and mother, wife and children, brothers and sisters—yes, even their own life—such a person cannot be my disciple. And whoever does not carry their cross and follow me cannot be my disciple.


2.	Do Not Quit

Luke 14:28–30, “Suppose one of you wants to build a tower. Won’t you first sit down and estimate the cost to see if you have enough money to complete it? For if you lay the foundation and are not able to finish it, everyone who sees it will ridicule you, saying, ‘This person began to build and wasn’t able to finish.’


3.	Do Not Quit

Luke 14:31–33, “Or suppose a king is about to go to war against another king. Won’t he first sit down and consider whether he is able with ten thousand men to oppose the one coming against him with twenty thousand? If he is not able, he will send a delegation while the other is still a long way off and will ask for terms of peace. In the same way, those of you who do not give up everything you have cannot be my disciples.

Jesus doesn’t always fix everything the way we want it.  But He makes the suffering and the pain and the hardship and the sacrifice meaningful.

4.	Do Not Quit

Luke 14:34–35, “Salt is good, but if it loses its saltiness, how can it be made salty again? It is fit neither for the soil nor for the manure pile; it is thrown out.

For the week of January 29, 2012 
Luke 14:15-35

Review
1. What point from this week’s teaching caught your attention, challenged you or raised a question?



Connect 
1. What’s the lamest excuse you’ve heard for someone not showing up?


2. Describe a project or trip where the cost or complexity turned out to be much more than you expected. How did you feel in the middle of it?


Explore
1. The rich and powerful were too busy to attend the Master’s banquet, yet apparently the poor and crippled were not (Luke 14:21). Whom do you think he meant by “poor and crippled,” and why would they come? (See Matthew 9:10-12, Luke 7:47 and James 2:5, for example).







2. God invites us to spend time with him daily, but we often consider other things to be more important. What is the proper order for the priorities of life (God, family, etc.) and how well are you following this?








3. Jesus wants the kingdom to be full by inviting everyone (Luke 14:23), but he limits his disciples to those who are ready to give everything (verses 26-27). Is there a difference between being a Christian and being a disciple? Can you be one without the other?







4. As in a marriage, being a follower of Jesus requires wholehearted commitment over time. What are some parallels between being married and being a Christian?







5. In Luke 14:34-35, Jesus expects his disciples to be like salt in the world. Yet a pinch of salt goes a long way. What are some ways we can be “salty” without being spit out?








6. Since we don’t really know what the cost of our discipleship will turn out to be, Jesus prepares us for the ultimate sacrifices of life and love (Luke 14:26-27). Why is it sometimes easier to make extreme sacrifices than daily small ones?
