Exploring the Scriptures
1. Most of us would agree with Jesus’ statement in Luke 12:15, yet we perhaps indulge ourselves too often by buying things because we “deserve” them. Take a look at your spending and see whether it reflects a kingdom mindset. (Refer to Ecclesiastes 5:18-20, 1 Timothy 6:17-19 and Hebrews 13:5.)









2. After following Jesus for a long time, the disciples apparently still worried about where the next meal would come from (Luke 12:22). Compare Exodus 16:14-19 and Luke 11:3 with Luke 12:18-19. What can I learn from this parable?








3. While planning is good, Jesus points out the foolishness of worry in Luke 12:22-28. Instead, he encourages us to focus on giving God control and then trusting him to provide for our needs (Luke 12:29-31). Make a list of today’s concerns and pray over them, asking God to help you draw the proper line between planning and worrying. Then leave it in the Lord’s hands (Philippians 4:6-7).








4. Read 1 Timothy 6:17-19 and 2 Corinthians 9:6-9 in light of Luke 12:34. While you may not feel wealthy, the same principles apply to all Christians. Where is your treasure (that is, what occupies your thoughts and consumes your time and money)?




5. The rich man in Jesus’ parable (Luke 12:16-21) may have had good business ideas but had wrong motives. How would you have handled the situation? 





Here are some practical ideas of how we can begin to cure the greed in our lives.

1. Clean out your house/garage and have a garage sale or sell things on craigslist 
2. Spend time as a family discussing how you can use some of the money that you would typically spend on gifts for each other and use that to give to those in need.
