The Cost of Non-Discipleship

1. We need to be aware of the demonic dimension (:14)

2. Jesus is not only interested in soul salvation, but in whole salvation (:14)

3. There are many responses people have to Jesus (:14-16)

4. Jesus knows our thoughts (:17)

5. The kingdom of God is active wherever God’s will is being done (:17-20)

6. Jesus is stronger than Satan (:21-22)

7. Making a choice to not follow Jesus is making a choice against Jesus (:23)

8. A life filled with goodness is the best defense against evil (:24-26)

9. The highest compliment you can give Jesus is to obey what he says (:27-28)

Connecting Questions 
1. How do you respond when you see a “faith healer” in action?


2. What are some things you have seen Satan use to distract people from following God? 


Exploring the Scriptures
1. Read Luke 11:21-22 what are your thoughts on how this passage applies to our world and our lives? 






2. In Luke 11:23, Jesus declares that those who are not for him are against him. Does this mean that everyone who isn’t a Christian is a tool of Satan, even those who do good? Read Luke 4:6, Galatians 5:17, and Mark 9:38-41.







3. In this story, Jesus’ miracle brought three types of responses: acceptance, explain them away and “show me more” (Luke 11:14-16). Are people any different today? What category do you find yourself in and why?






[bookmark: _GoBack]4. In the verses we are studying this week, Jesus makes some incredible claims about himself. What are they, and how did they answer the Jewish leaders’ objections in Luke 11:15-16?










5. Jesus’ miracle could not be denied, so the Jewish leaders attributed it to Satan. Yet when their own followers cast out demons, they gave God the credit. How would these followers be the leaders’ judges (Luke 11:19)? How does 1 John 4:5-6 apply to this situation?










6. The man in Luke 11:24-26 might be likened to people who make an effort to clean up their lives but have no real heart change. What are some ways that you try to “clean up” without addressing the real issues?
