COMPASSION – TAKE THE RISK
     On one occasion an expert in the law stood up to test Jesus. “Teacher,” he asked, “what must I do to inherit eternal life?”
   “What is written in the Law?” he replied. “How do you read it?”
      He answered, “‘Love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your strength and with all your mind’; and, ‘Love your neighbor as yourself.’”
    “You have answered correctly,” Jesus replied. “Do this and you will live.”
    But he wanted to justify himself, so he asked Jesus, “And who is my neighbor?”
    In reply Jesus said: “A man was going down from Jerusalem to Jericho, when he was attacked by robbers. They stripped him of his clothes, beat him and went away, leaving him half dead.  A priest happened to be going down the same road, and when he saw the man, he passed by on the other side.  So too, a Levite, when he came to the place and saw him, passed by on the other side.  But a Samaritan, as he traveled, came where the man was; and when he saw him, he took pity on him.  He went to him and bandaged his wounds, pouring on oil and wine. Then he put the man on his own donkey, brought him to an inn and took care of him.  The next day he took out two denarii and gave them to the innkeeper. ‘Look after him,’ he said, ‘and when I return, I will reimburse you for any extra expense you may have.’
    “Which of these three do you think was a neighbor to the man who fell into the hands of robbers?”
 The expert in the law replied, “The one who had mercy on him.”
   Jesus told him, “Go and do likewise.”

Connecting Questions 
1. Have you ever been lost in a bad part of town? How did you deal with it?



2. When a driver turns on his/her blinker to change lanes, do you let him in or speed up to block him? What about if she has just passed a line of cars and wants to cut in front?



Exploring the Scriptures
1. The teacher of the law asked Jesus what he must do to inherit eternal life (Luke 10:25), but Jesus led him into more about his relationships. What kinds of things do Christians do in an effort to please God, and what is the result?







2. Do you think it is possible for people to fulfill the commands in Luke 10:27? If so, what would their life look like? If not, how can we inherit eternal life? (See John 3:36, John 12:25 and Galatians 6:8.)









3. Jesus commended the lawyer for linking the love of God with the love of others (Luke 10:27-28). How is this principle amplified in the following verses?
John 13:34-35


John 15:12


Colossians 1:4-5


1 Thessalonians 1:3





4. After making the lawyer admit that the Samaritan in the story was the true neighbor, Jesus told him to do the same. In practical terms, what does this mean for us? See, for example, Philippians 2:4, James 1:27 and 1 John 3:16-18.









5. The Jewish religious leaders were all about obeying what they interpreted to be God’s commands, yet the quote in Luke 10:27 doesn’t mention obedience. What is the connection between loving and obeying? See John 14:23, 14:31  and 1 Corinthians 13:3 for some ideas.
