Connecting Questions 
1. Have you had a memorable experience where the phone rang or someone came to the door in the middle of the night?  Was it good or bad?



2. As a child, did you have a standard prayer for mealtime or bedtime that you recited? What was it?



Exploring the Scriptures
1. It’s sometimes said that prayer is just “having a conversation with God,” so why did the disciples ask Jesus how to pray, and how does his answer help us?





2. Luke 11:2-4 divides Jesus’ model prayer into three parts. Read the verses below and discuss the meaning of each part as it relates to your own prayers.

· God above all (Psalm 143:10, Matthew 26:39 and James 4:15)

· Daily necessities (Matthew 6:25-26)

· Be reconciled (Matthew 5:23-24, Mark 11:25 and Colossians 3:13)



3. The word for “temptation” in Luke 11:4 can also be translated as “test” or “trial.” What do you think Jesus meant by “lead us not into temptation”? (See Matthew 26:39 and James 1:2-3.)








4. In Luke 11:8, Jesus encourages us to be persistent in prayer. Yet God is perfect and already knows what we need (Matthew 6:31-32), so why does Jesus use a story of persistence when teaching about prayer? (See Jeremiah 29:11-13 and 1 Corinthians 2:9-10.)









5. Jesus closes his teaching on prayer with an emphasis on asking for God’s best gift, his Holy Spirit (Luke 11:13). Read John 14:16-17, Acts 1:8 and Romans 8:26-27. Why is the Holy Spirit vital to our Christian life, and how can we insure his continued presence?










Suggestion: Have the facilitator lead the group in a closing prayer from Matthew 6:9-13, pausing after each phrase to allow everyone time to meditate on the meaning and ask God how to apply it to his or her prayer life.
