Growth Group Homework
For the week of September 18, 2011 
Luke 9:10-27

Quick Review: Looking back at your notes from this week’s teaching, was there a particular point, verse or comment that caught your attention, challenged you or raised a question?



Connecting Questions 
1. How well do you handle interruptions, such as from your spouse/roommate, kids or co-workers?




2. Are you more likely to have regular mealtimes or just get food “on the fly” as necessary?




Exploring the Scriptures
1. In Luke 9:10-11, Jesus’ plan to quietly debrief the disciples following their trip was interrupted by the crowd, yet he welcomed the people anyway. Review Luke 4:33-37, 5:17-21, and 8:43-48. How did Jesus use these interruptions to advance his ministry?






2. Jesus constantly preached about the kingdom of God. What is this? See John 3:3, John 18:36, Romans 14:17, 1 Corinthians 4:20 and Revelation 11:15 for some ideas.








3. Our daily lives are based on scarcity: Do I have enough money, how much time is left, will I get one of the slots on the team, etc. As with the feeding of the 5,000, the Bible consistently shows that we don’t have enough resources, but God does, in abundance (for example, 1 Samuel 17:45, 2 Kings 4:42-44 and 2 Corinthians 10:4). What conclusions can you draw about your own life and plans?





4. People who hold an absolute belief are generally considered narrow-minded. Yet on behalf of the disciples, Peter flatly declared that Jesus is the Christ of God (Luke 9:20; see also Matthew 16:16-17 and John 14:6). Given this absolute truth, how should we respond to people who reject a single path to God … or they just don’t care?





5. Coming off a spiritual and emotional high from their ministry success in Luke 9:6, the disciples now heard the great cost of following Jesus in Luke 9:22-24. This was a turning point in Jesus’ teaching. In your Christian experience, have there been more high points or more cost? How has this touched your faith?





6. Instead of being the conquering Messiah that people expected, Jesus emphasized that he would be rejected and killed (Luke 9:22). Yet he willingly pursued this path of sacrifice and taught that all his followers must do the same (verses 23-24).  What insights do you get regarding self-denial from the following verses: John 13:3-5, Ephesians 5:21 and Philippians 2:3-4?
