Growth Group Homework
For the week of September 25, 2011 
Luke 9:28-43

Quick Review: Looking back at your notes from this week’s teaching, was there a particular point, verse or comment that caught your attention, challenged you or raised a question?



Connecting Questions 
1. What was the highest mountain, building or tower you have been on, and what could you see?



2. Most of us have experienced lows immediately following highs. Can you recall situations where this is more likely to happen?




Exploring the Scriptures
1. Thousands of people wanted Jesus’ attention, so he had to find solitude in order to pray and reflect (see Luke 9:18 and 9:28). Thousands also want us, on Facebook, our smartphone, TV etc. What are some good strategies for shutting out the noise and meeting regularly with God?





2. On the mountaintop, Jesus’ face changed and his clothes became dazzlingly white (Luke 9:29). Read Exodus 34:29-32, Daniel 7:9-10, 2 Corinthians 3:18, and Revelation 1:12-17. Why do you think Jesus had the disciples present at the Transfiguration, and why did they need it?








3. God’s voice was heard three times during Jesus’ earthly ministry (Luke 3:21-22, Luke 9:34-35 and John 12:27-32). What did he say, and why is this important for us?






4. The day after the Transfiguration, Jesus was no doubt still stirred by his incredible experience on the mountaintop. Yet he was immediately jerked back to the present by the crowd and the disciples’ failures (Luke 9:37, 40). Read Matthew 17:19-20 and Mark 9:28-29. What does this incident tell you about staying connected to God?






5. Jesus was clearly frustrated by the disciples’ failure after being with him for nearly three years, but this was nothing new for Israel. Read Numbers 14:11, Deuteronomy 32:5-6, Mark 16:14 and John 12:37. If Jesus were walking the streets of Huntington Beach today, what do you think the response would be?






6. The demon-possessed boy’s father had faith, but it was weak (see Mark 9:21-24). The disciples had faith (otherwise they wouldn’t have been disciples!), but were perhaps preoccupied with other things (see Mark 9:33-34). What do Jesus’ words and actions in Luke 9:41-42 tell us about our weakness and Jesus’ mercy?
